THE GREAT CANON OF SAINT ANDREW OF CRETE

The Great Canon is one of the ancient liturgical
hymns known as the Great Canon written by St.
Andrew of Crete. He lived in 7th century and was a
bishop of Crete. He was also known as great
preacher and composer of poems and one of the
greatest hymn writers.

The Great Canon is celebrated on Monday, Tuesday,
Wednesday and Thursday of the First Week and on
Thursday (Wednesday evening) of the Fifth Week of
Lent.

The purpose of the Great Canon is to reveal to us
our sin and to lead us to repentance and conversion.
St. Andrew begins with Adam and Eve and goes all
the way though by applying the stories and characters
of the Bible.

The Church decided to call it the Great Canon not
so much for its length (250 troparia, or verses), as for
the quality and power of its content. The Canon
consists of a conversation between the penitent and his own soul.

A basic distinguishing feature of the Great Canon is its extremely broad use of images and
subjects taken from Sacred Scripture, from both the Old and New Testaments. And yet, the Bible is
not merely a history of the people of Israel. Itis also a great chronicle of our soul, of our repeated
falling and rising, of our repeated sin and repentance.

True repentance is when, standing before the face of God, we understand that life was given
to us so that we might become children of God.
